He was hurt and dizzy, but he managed to climb back on his horse and hoped to get home. But the horse went the wrong way and soon he saw that he was in an area full of crocodiles. In fact he was so shocked that he fell off his horse, into a crocodile’s nest. The adult crocodiles were away, but they never go far from the nest. It was a desperate situation.
"I couldn't go back home, it was too far and too dangerous, so I went to the nearest high ground and stayed there. I was hoping that people could find me."
