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It was without a doubt ladies' night at Sunday's Grammy Awards.

The three-plus hour telecast was largely promoted with a much-ballyhooed 3D Michael Jackson tribute, that was yawn inducing compared with show-stopping performances from a hair swinging Beyoncé to Lady Gaga paired with Elton John, and a Cirque du Soleilesque Pink, who soared high above the crowd drenched in water.
