  Subject Pronouns - I, you, he, she, it, we, they are the subject of a sentence:

I live in New York.
Do you like playing tennis?
He doesn't want to come this evening.
She works in London.
It is easy.
We study pronouns when necessary.
They want a new car, but they don’t have enough money. 

  Object Pronouns - me, you, him, her, it, us, them are the object of a verb.

Give me the book.
He tells you what you need to know.
She asked him to help.
They visit her in New York every summer.
She buys it at the store.
He wants to see us before we leave.
I invited them to a party. 
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
