
Reinforcement Tags and Question Tags
Reinforcement Tags
These are added to the end of a sentence to strengthen the meaning:

She's a very good student, she is.

He's a real idiot, he is.

You're a good friend, you are.

Question Tags
These are like reinforcement tags, but are added to the end of sentences to form questions. They include auxiliary very and subject pronoun. They are negative if the question is positive, and positive if the question is negative:

It's a nice day, isn't it?

He likes Jazz, doesn't he?

They're not coming, are they?

It isn't very good, is it?
