The British School of Verona
I worked here for a year from 2005 to mid 2006. It’s one of the British Schools chain, generally a safe bet for a responsible teacher, although there are one or two worth asking questions about.
Verona is a good place to live and work, one of the best in Italy. The school is well organised and fair, pays reasonably well and listens to its teachers,quite a rarity in this business.

Although the school has recently relocated just outside the city centre, the operation is central and a few short paces from the main Verona attractions. So you can be at work one minute, and on holiday the next.

The timetable was reasonable but spread out over the whole day so it wasn’t unusual to start at 0830 and finish at 2200. Total hours wouldn’t top 25, unless the teacher wanted more, and lessons would be varied, from business and exam prepration to teenagers and young learners. The students were generally very good but could be noisy, it is Italy after all.
The resources are good and extensive, the photocopier works and the school does what it says. They communicate well and always pay on time. And the other benefit for British teachers is that they pay your UK tax and NI every month too.
So what are you waiting for?
