Now, working in pairs, decide if you think this is a good answer to the question. The English is perfect, but do you think all the necessary information is included? Could you say more?

Many people believe that the lack of public transport in Almaty is the main reason for traffic jams in the city. Do you think that travelling here is adequate, or should it be improved?
Almaty is not a very big city but it has a large population. 

Therefore it is very important that the city has a good transport system. 

Many people believe that we cannot say this about Almaty, because there are a lot of problems travelling in the city.

First of all, there are not enough options.

For example, people who want to travel to the Mega Centre have a simple choice of walking or going by car.

Travel to other city destinations is often easier, but on the other hand it can be uncomfortable because buses are sometimes very crowded.

Nevertheless, the city does offer alternatives, for example trams and trolleybuses. 

These run frequently and are very cheap. 

They cost 50 Tenge and are not as crowded as buses.

However they are slow and often have to wait in traffic jams the same as buses.

In summary, although there are traffic problems in town, public transport in Almaty is good. 

For this reason, it would be fair to conclude that transport here does not need improving.
